Pro:fulla Chandra Chatterjea 

complaining that the spectacles of' his son were broken by 

Babu Sudhansu Yumar Mukherj i , B. A. , B. T. , assistant master of' this 

school, who carelessly slapped him and that the fact was duly 

intimated to Babu Abani Ranjan Sen Gupta, Assistant EeacJnaster of' 

this school. Abani Babu die not report the matteF to me before 

he was asked to give me the det~ils of' the case . From his reply 

to my queries I was convinceC. that the teacher ·was at f'ault . I, 

theref'ore, sent to Sudhansu Babu a note together with a copy of 

the letter f'rom !:r .Chatterj ea asking him to explain his conduct 

and to submit to me a letter of apology to be f'orvrarded to 

·r. ChatterJ ea. Instead of ,tiving ar,y explanation, Sudhansu Babu 

sent to me a reply in insolent terms . so, on the 9th April , 1938 , 

I addressed him another note asking from him a report on the 

details of the incident. The reply he sent to me was ighly 

objectionable and insolent to the extreme. 

I beg to enclose herevtith the letters in original for :favour 

of' ~rour perusal . These etters betray his impu.J:si ve and re llious 

spirit which make him lose all sense of' propriety in address ill£ 

letters to his im~ediate superior and emboldens him to flout all 

Departmental ules ~or office decorum. As the conduct of'
