Certain
measures of greater financial and administrative autonomy were suggested while the
concept of autonomy was defined as a 'process of becoming more and more self-reliant
so that all abolition of constraints becomes a desirable goal'.

If Presidency College has to retain its status as a premier College at the national and
international level and as a trend-setter of academic excellence, the quality of teaching,
student initiatives and research within the College need to keep pace with striding
advances on the global level. This is an ongoing process of self-determination that has
to be nurtured by an cquitable balance of freedom and restraint, overall transparency
and a commitment to democratic rights.

very eventful year is ending today. Time has hurried

away amidst hectic activities. The year started with

the celebration of the Founders' Day on 20" January
with the Hon'ble Speaker (Lok Sabha) Shri Somnath
Chatterjee presiding over the anniversary meeting and our
former principal Prof. Amal K. Mukhopadhyay acting as the
chief guest. Like every year this day gave us the inspiration
and impetus for rededicating ourselves to the cause of this
great institution.

This has been a very remarkable year so far as
academic expansion and innovations are concerned. After a
long gap of several years a new UG honours course (in
Biochemistry) has been opened from the session 2007-08.
Also a great move towards industry-academia interface in
the true sense of the term could be successfully initiated with
the Reliance Industries Ltd.(Petroleum Div.) already
committing itself to collaborate in a one year P.G. diploma
course in Petroleum Exploration and Production to be
conducted by the Geology Dept. of the college. The RIL is
trying to involve experts from Stanford University to ensure
international standard of teaching and training to be imparted
in the course. The Calcutta University and the Education
Department of the Govt. have already extended their
necessary approvals. We are grateful to the Additional Chief
Secretary, Dept. of Higher Education and the Director of
Public Instruction as it is the initiative of the former ably
supported by the keen interest of the latter (himself a
geologist) without which this collaboration could never have
been possible. Prof H.N. Bhattacharya, the Head, Geology
Dept. and his departmental colleagues showed keen interest
and took the necessary initiative. The course will start from
the session 2008-09. The Department of Biotechnology,
Govt. of India, approached the college for conferring the
very prestigious status of star UG college teaching modern
biological sciences. A high level visit to the college by a team
of eminent experts from across the country took place. The
team expressed its great appreciation for the teaching
research culture of the concerned departments and assured us
of extending generous help for laboratory upgradation. The
college has placed a detailed plan for setting up a national
Centre of Biotechnology for conducting P.G. course and
frontier research in biotechnology for which Prof. T.B. Jha,
Head, Dept. of Botany, has taken remarkable initiative. We
are hopeful that the M.Sc. course in Biotechnology will
begin from the coming session. The college has also taken
the initiative in opening two post- M.Sc courses in life
sciences in collaboration with the Bose Institute which will
offer hands on training to the students.

The Humanities departments are also trying to
upgrade and modemize the teaching-research facilities. The
Dept. of Political Science is trying to open a M.A. course.

The Dept. of Sociology has placed a plan for opening a
centre for studies in rural development which is also lying
with the Directorate. The Dept. of Bengali is keen to opena
M.A in Bengali. Most remarkable has been the initiative
taken by Dr. Tanuja Majumdar, Head, Dept. of Hindi.
Under her leadership a very prestigious agreement with the
Gandhi Smriti evam Gandhi Darshan Samity, (autonomous
body under the Union Information and Culture Ministry
with the Prime Minister as the Chairman) has been made.
We are specially grateful to the Director of the Samity Dr.
Savita Singh without whose personal interest and active
role this understanding could never have been possible.
The Samity funded the ceremonial observance of the first
International Non-violence Day on 2™ October, 2007, in
the College premises in a solemn and befitting manner. The
Samity is awarding two high value scholarships (Rs. 2000/-
p.m. each) to the best P.G. students of Hindi. The Samity has
pledged itself to be a partner in the proposed centre of
studies in regional languages and literature of the east and
North East India to be set up at the Hindi Dept. A national
seminar is scheduled to be held in February, 2008 under the
auspices of the Samity which will be inaugurated by the
Hon'ble Governor Shri Gopal Krishna Gandhi.
Meanwhile the college hosted a high level visit in
April 07 of an expert team sent by the UGC for assessing
the progress of work under the College with Potential
(CPE) Scheme. The report of the committee commended
the achievement of goals. Later on the college applied
under a scheme of the UGC (only for the CPE colleges) for
upgradation of teaching and research in basic sciences. The
college has successfully mobilized Rs. 45 lakhs under the
scheme to be distributed among nine departments.
A very remarkable addition during the year has been
the setting up of a Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facility
totally funded by the DBT, New Delhi. This has the

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potential to facilitate interdisciplinary research and
training in the emerging areas of computational and
systems biology.

One must mention the successful completion of a
Ph.D thesis in the Physiology Dept. which has been fully
funded by the Sudipto Ghosh Memorial research
endowment donated by Sm. Sukla Ghosh. The Bursar of
the college takes special initiative in mobilizing
endowments for various academic purposes. All of us
should take drive in this regard.

Another remarkable achievement of the college is
its understanding with the famous Ecole Polytechnique,
Paris. In 2007 three very eminent professors came from the
Ecole and conducted three-day long screening tests for
admission in P.G courses for the Mathematics and Physics
students. It is highly satisfying that out of eight students
who took the tests four were selected and of them two have
joined the courses. After long deliberations Presidency
College and the Ecole Polytechnique could reach a
mutually agreeable draft of understanding which was
placed to our controlling authority for necessary approval.
It is a matter of great regret that in spite of frequent
reminding prayers the government is taking inordinate
time for giving an approval for which it has no liability.
However the college has maintained regular interaction
with the Ecole Polytechnique and this year twenty-five
students have applied for whom the on-campus screening
tests will be conducted in early February, 2008. Students
are getting the opportunity for admission with full
scholarships in a world class institution having nothing to
spend on tests and other admission procedures.

One binding constraint on academic expansion is
the acute space shortage. With its major buildings having
been declared heritage structures, the college has little
scope for vertical extension of the existing buildings. After
prolonged deliberations with the two wings of the PWD
and with the Chief and Deputy Chief Govt. Architects we
have placed a Rs. 5.5 crore project proposal for a new
academic building within the present premises. We held
serial meetings with the committee formed by the
government. for assessing the case for a second campus and
have placed a detailed plan justifying our demand for
allotment of land in a prime location for setting up the
second campus. Both plans are already under serious
consideration of the concerned ministries. Once these plans
are sanctioned and properly implemented new dimensions
in academic activities of the college may open up.

With support from the government, this year the
college has successfully recruited fifteen Gr. D staff in
various categories perhaps the largest ever at one time.
This will significantly help in maintaining cleanliness of
the campus and in facilitating administrative and academic
activities of various departments. However several months
have passed since the college applied for approval for

—
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recruitment to the vacant posts of skilled bearer but the
Directorate is yet to give the necessary nod depriving the
deserving candidates of their chance of timely promotion.

Two very important moves towards introduction of
e-governance have been successfully introduced this year
with help and support from all sections of staff and
students. For the first time the entire admission procedure
right from submission of admission forms has been
computerized through the use of a customized admission
software. This has increased transparency in the process
and at the same time significantly reduced the huge burden
of processing-load on teachers and staff. Also from the
month of November, 2007, salary bills of all employees are
being electronically prepared by using the government
software COSA. Mention must be made of the initiative of
the Accounts Officer of the college and the understanding
and support extended by the Head Assistant and the office
staff of the accounts section of the Principal's office in
taking this singularly important step.

One should gratefully acknowledge the continuous
support this college is receiving from Dr. Bimal Jalan.
When it was detected that in the original plan no demand
for allotment of funds for the electrical work in the Central
Library Building was made he was requested to reconsider
arevised fresh plan appropriate for a modern computerized
library with provisioning for electrical work. Dr. Jalan
immediately augmented the fund by Rs.27 lakhs under the
ongoing MPLAD scheme. Similarly when the Principal
requested him to consider a proposal for completion of the
building for which additional funds for the top floor would
be needed he immediately sent his green signal for going
ahead with the completion plan.

The most remarkable happening of the last year
perhaps is the acceptance by the government of the
recommendations of the Seven Member Expert Committee
constituted for considering all issues relating to the
upgradation of Presidency College, Kolkata. The
Committee has preferred the existing affiliated status of the
college but has recommended grant of necessary financial
and administrative autonomy. It has also rightly
emphasized the need of enforcing and maintaining strict
academic discipline amongst both teachers and students. |
sincerely hope that all teachers have gone through the
reportkeptin the Arts Library.

At the end I would like to extend a hearty welcome
to the Principal designate Prof. Sanjib Ghosh, Head,
Chemistry Department, my senior alumnus and a respected
colleague of long standing. I am confident under his
leadership the college will add new dimensions in its
glorious history.

An Appeal
With the continued falling 'interest rates’ on fixed deposits and all appeals from the college for income tax exemption
falling on deaf ears, many of the endowments for scholarship prizes and medals are almost on the verge of extinction. More
over a sizeable number of students are coming from extremely poor families who are in need of special financial assistance.
With the existing funds it will not be possible to do justice to these students. Thus, the endowments need to be enhanced.
The college sincerely hopes that the well wishers will respond positively to this challenge.

The College Office

The administrative office of the college consists of four sections : General Section, Cash Section, Student’s Section,
Accounts Section including PA & Type Section and Caretaking Section.

General Section : This section provides the pivot of the administrative functions of the college, involving daily routine
correspondences with outside agencies and headquarters and keeping track of the personal files of all teaching and non-
teaching staff of the college.

Student’s Section : This section keeps in touch with students (past & present) and teaching faculties in matter of
academic and other administrative issues relating to student affairs. It also keeps contact with the Calcutta University, our
affiliating university.

Accounts Section : This section, under the leadership of Accounts Officer, has the great responsibility for maintaining
the records of grants allotted to the college by both the State Government and the Union Government (through UGC and other
important agencies). This section takes utmost care in discharging the duties to pay all the pre-retirement and post-retirement
benefits and salaries and other payments to outside agencies. This section is answerable to the Govt. Audit & Accounts
departments. Besides, this section also allocates various scholarship funds to the deserving meritorious students.

Cash Section : This section is entrusted with a vital role for disbursing all payments, and receiving tuition fees, etc. from
students.

(i) PA Section : This section is manned by one man who is solely responsible for keeping all confidential matters of the
principal. Compilation and maintenance of Annual Confidential Reports and Special Confidential Reports in respect of all
teachers are among them. PA helps the Principal in preparing correspondences. Bursar, Teachers’ Council Secretary, Head of
Departments take assistance from him in emergencies. Preparing draft minutes and proceedings of meetings is an important
part of his daily routine. In matter of confirmation of service and promotion to higher posts by teachers, all work is done by
him. Keeping record of attention dance and leave and making reports in this regard to DPI are also his job.

(ii) Type Section : This section performs all typing job.

Caretaking Section : This section has, at present, no regular caretaker. But the caretaking is done with utmost care by
an employee of the college. The enormous historical building of the college and its men’s hostel and other buildings and large
—_———— [ =
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campus and girls’ hostel are under his care. The caretaker keeps contact with the PWD in matters of repair and maintenances.
Keeping the whole premises neat and clean and a vigil are undertaken by him.

A very close co-ordination and a fine work-culture are the main keys the success of the administrative functions of the
college, though_lack of sufficient number of non-teaching employee is a hindrance. Of late, the State Government, is generous
to come rescue in matter of shortage of personnel. Computerization is also the landmark of recent development; all salary bills
are prepared with through software named as ‘COSA”.e.

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC)

In pursuance of the National Action Plan of the National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC), Bangalore,
assessment and accreditation and quality upgradation of institutions of higher education, the NAAC proposed that every
accredited institution should establish an Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) as a post-accreditation quality sustenance
measure. Since quality enhancement is a continuous process, the IQAC is a part of an institution's system quality enhancement
and sustenance.

The prime task of the IQAC as suggested by the NAAC is to develop a system for conscious, consistent and catalytic
improvement in the performance of institutions to make a significant and meaningful contribution in the post-accreditation
phase of institutions.

The basic purposes ofthe IQAC as defined by NAAC are:
a) To ensure continuous improvement in the entire operations of the institution, and
b) To assure stakeholders connected with higher education - namely, students, parents, teachers, staff, would-be
employers, funding agencies and society in general - of the accountability of the institution for its own quality and
probity.
The IQAC is primarily entrusted with developing mechanisms and procedures for ensuring the following:
a) Timely, efficient and progressive performance of academic, administrative and financial tasks.
b) Therelevance and quality of academic and research programmes.
¢) Equitable access to and affordability of academic programmes for various sections of society.
d) Optimization and integration of modern methods of teaching and learning.
¢) The credibility of evaluation procedures.
f) Theadequacy, maintenance and proper allocation of support structure and services.
g) Research sharing and networking with other institutions in India and abroad.

The members of the Cell met at regular intervals during 2006-07 session to
discuss different issues and programmes related to development activities and academic expansion. The Cell is also engaged

Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facility

(BIF-BTBI under BTISnet, Department of Biotechnology,Gol) ' .
The Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facility (BIF) at Presidency College, Kolkata has started taking shape in 2007 as onc

of the fifty five BIF Centers, under the Biotechnotogy Information System Network (BTI'Snet) of the D.epar‘tmentjof
Biotechnology, Government of India. The Centre is about to take off as a repertoire of information related to meiormqn_cs
and promotion of Biology teaching through Bioinformatics (BTBI) in Eastern India. Bioinformatics Infrastructure Fac11§ty'
(BIF) is housed at the Central Library Building (Ground Floor) with the following facilities, viz. High-end [BM Server with
(24x7) Internct connectivity, ten high-end Terminals, HP Workstation X meant for Undergraduate, Postgraduate Students
and Research Scholars in the relevant field for Bioinformatics related academic and research activitics.

Bioinformatics employs a wide range of computational techniques including sequence and structure alignment,
database and software design, data mining, analysis of structure and fold of macromolccules, phylogenetic tree construction,
prediction of protein structure and function, gene finding, analysis of cxpression data, etc, With the flood of data from genome
sequences there is a need to develop novel algorithms to predict protein structure (including quaternary state) and function on
genomic scale, assign proteins to know pathways and protein-protein interaction networks and to use the information for drug
discovery and design as well as many other promising fields.

Background: India was one of the few countries in the world to establish a nation wide distributed Bioinformatics
network as early as 1986. Through this initiative, the R&D activities and HRD programmes in molecular biology and
biotechnology have witnessed a significant growth. The network has provided a strong linkage among scientists engaged in
research and development activities in Biotechnology. The BTISnet today offers the single largest information resource in the
country covering several inter-disciplinary areas of biotechnology. »

Structure of the BTISnct: The network consists of 10 Distributed Information Centres (DICs), 50 Sub-Distributed
Information Centres (Sub-DICs), 55 Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facilities (BIF) and a Biotechnology Information Centre
(BTIC), which is the apex center for the BTISnet. The Department has established six major Interactive Graphics Facilities to
promote developmental activitics in Bioinformatics. A supercomputing facility has also been set up at IIT Dclhi specifically
for the Genomics and Proteomics activities. Human resource development in Bioinformatics has been recognized as an
important activity under this network. Towards mceting the nceds of trained bioinformatics professionals, various long-term
courses namely posigraduate advance diploma, M.Tech, M.Sc. and Ph.D courses are being offercd at reputed institutions.
80-100 short-term trainings are also organized every year for training the teachers and researchers.

Biogrid India (VPN): By utilizing the infrastructure built by Govt. of India, the Department has established a High
Speed Broadband Network connecting 11 institutions. More than 100 subject specific databases and 25 software packages
have been developed and major international databases mirrored at the Biogrid nodes and the BTISnet centers. The Network
provides unhindered exchange and sharing of these information resources.

The Office of the Controller of Examinations, Presidency College was inaugurated on 4" May 2007 by Professor
Anandadeb Mukherjee, former Vice-Chancellor of Vidyasagar University.

Dr. Anjan Saha as Deputy Controller of Examinations is in-charge of administrative functions carried out by the
Office. Currently there are 10 Postgraduate Departments and 12 autonomous Postgraduate Courses being conducted by
the Departments.

News from the Department
For the Department of English. 2007 has been sig-
nificant in many ways. There has been a concerted effort |
" 1o strengthen Undergraduate teaching even while expand-
ing the domains of research and academic projects in the |
context of conducting the autonomous Postgraduate course. #8

For the first time in many years, all the WBLS |

posts have been filled up though. to our uitter regret the
WBSES posts lie vacant, with one post having been down- |
graded recently and three parttime teachers working against
one vacancy. The Department stands expanded with the
autonomous Post Graduate Department functioning with
no enhancement of teaching posts. For teaching several
specializations. the Department is entirely dependent on
guest faculty from other colleges and Universities who have
very graciously agreed to share their cxpertise with our
students.

Undergraduate students have performed well in Harendralal Basak ecture
University examinations. Of the 27 students sent up for
the Old Part 11 examination. 5 students have secured (irst class marks and several students misscd a first class and it is
hoped that after the review their marks will be enhanced. Arka Chattopadhyay has secured the highest marks and has
stood first in the University. In the Part I Examinations (New) 5 students out of 30 have obtained first class marks. In
the Part | examination (1+1+1+), 9 students out of 30 have secured [irst class marks.

For the first time the Department conducted the Part 1 post graduate examinations. The results were declared
in record time with 3 students out of 27 having sceured First class marks.

Afier an interim ol two years. the Harendralal Basak Lectures for 2005 and 2006 were held on L ith and 12th
December 2007, Professor Alok Bhalla of EFLU (formerly CIETL) Hyderabad , and a member of'the Sahitya Akademi,
delivered the lectures. Earlier in the year. in February, a Seminar was held on Travel Literature with Professor Tim
Youngs of Nottingham Trent University, U.K. Dr Mcghmfxla Tarafdar, Fulbright scholar ﬁ'on'z City University of New
York who had joined in December 2006 conducted both faculty workshops a’nd.studem. sessans‘on writing academic
essays and term papers. Dr Tarafdar feft in April 2007 afier a several successful mTerqclmns with faculty and students.

’ Our students have been enthusiastic and active throughout the year, beginning of course with organising the
Departmental picaic in February. Saikat Kumar B():s‘e of the ﬁ}'sl year Honours class won the debate competition
organized by the college union. Prerona Ghosh Dastidar also of the first year Honours class was a member of the
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winning team in the choreography competition organized by the College union. Siddharta Chakraborty of the third year
Honours class won the second prize for debating in Kaleidoscope organized by Lady Brabourne Co!lege.. Dibyadyuti
Roy participated in the Udayan Basu Memorial debate 2007 organized by the Presidency College Alumni gssociation.
He also won the first prize for a2 Quiz held at Loreto. Siddharta Chakraborty won the second prize for Creative writing
held at Loreto College while Anuparna Mukherjee won the third prize for creative writing at Xavotsav. Sheelonee
Mukherjee of the third year Honours class won the first prize at the Creative Meet for Poetry at Saint Xavier’s Coliege
and wrote the script for a street play "Blurred Palette” that won the third prize at Xavotsav. The Ajit Roy Millennium
Shield for Technical Excellence, Best Supporting Actress and Best Play (an adaptation of Twelfth Night ) went to the
Third Year class team at a competition organised by Loreto College. Sravasti Chakravorty of the second year Honours
class has excelled in sports. She was member of the Runners Up group in the Badminton tournament organized by the
College union. She won the Runners Up trophy in the 9th All Bengal Inter Government College Table Tennis Tourna-
ment held on 6th and 7th February 2007. She also won the gold medal for Free Style swimming in a tournament
organized by Calcutta Sports Association held on August 2007,

The Undergraduate Seminar Library is functioning under the teacher-in-charge, Sm Manu Auddy though any
expansion plans are handicapped by constraints of space. A separately run seminar library with a small corpus of books
requsitioned from the Main Arts library has been set up for the Post-graduate section with Dr Niranjan Goswami as the
teacher-in-charge. Upgrading the facilities provided by the Departmental libraries is a major concern that is likely to be
addressed soon. Accession of Professor Kajal Sengupta's books donated to the Department earlier this year has
unfortunately not yet been done, and plans are afoot to make these accessible to students and teachers as soon as
possible.

The faculty is engaged in different fields of research, in guiding research and participating in other academic
activities in addition to their routine teaching assignments. Debashis Bandyopadhyay is away in USA on a Fulbright
fellowship. Teachers of the Department have contributed annotations and essays on a few short stories taught in the
Undergraduate class for Narrative and Narration. edited by Dr Jayati Gupta recently published by Anthem Press. This

The Department of Hindi has exhibited excellent
performance its of University results, sports and extra cur-
ricular activities in 2007.

The Department of Statistics bears its glorious existence by creating its separate enti .
in education in Statistics. A good number of students of Honours in Economics, Mathematics as well as Physics, who
had opted for Statistics at the Pass level, benefited to a large extent from this department.

The results of the Statistics Honours students in University Examinations are quite appreciable in the year 2007
. 14 got First Class out of 18 students who appeared in the Part-I Examination, 2007 and 12 got First Class out of |6
students who appeared in the Part-11 Examination, 2007; the rest passed in the Second Class. One Part-11 student stood
Second in the University ranking.

Some of our ex-students visited this department this year and played active role in the development of this
department. They also rendered their valuable service through interacting with the present students to open the new
horizons in their career development in Statistics. ~

In the year 2007 Dr. Sankar Ghosh retired from service as a Reader and Head of the Department. This Department
memorizes his scholastic excellence and wishes him a long and happy retired life.

Sri Barun Kumar Dutta has assumed the responsibility of the Head , at present. Sri Pipul Datta and Sri Biswajit

In addition to the teachers of the Zoology Department, some eminent retired
Professors like Prof. Sudhanshu Kumar Ghosal, Prof. Madhusudan Ghosal, Dr. Debaprosad Chakraborti and other
teachers like Dr. Mousumi Sarkar, Dr. Sibnarayan Guriva and Smt. Asmita Dasgupta from different Institutes arc ac-
tively participating in the academic exercise. Dr. Nirmal Kumar Sarkar has been given the responsibility of the Con-
vener and Academic Coordinator,

The first batch of students passed the M.Sc Final Examination in this year. All the 18 candidates of this bx‘ltch
secured First Class marks. The topper among them, Smt. Debamitra Das qualified the GRE (Gradl_late Rﬁcord Examina-
tion) and is preparing to leave for USA for joining a Ph.D programme. The third rank-holder, Sri Abhishck Ghosh hgs
qualified the NET (National Eligibility Test) and has already joined the National Institute of Cho}era and Enteric
Diseases, Kolkata, as a Research Fetlow. Besides, Sri Pritam Kar who ranked second in the examination has qualified
the Selection Test conducted by the SSC (School Service Commission) of our State. . ‘

In the M.Sc Part-1 Examination of this year, 16 out of 18 candidates secured First Class marks. Among these
candidates, Smt.

Financial Assistance from the National Archives, Government of India and the Government of West Ben-
gal : Recently we have applied for a fresh grant amounting to Rs. 10 lakhs to the National Archives Govt. of India for
which sanction is awaiting. : .

Restoration of Archival documents under the MPLAD Scheme : Under the Scheme the total collection of the
archival records have been de-acidified and restored for the purpose of lamination and binding.

Digitization of old Books and Journals under the MPLAD Scheme : The first phase of the work under the
scheme is complete.

Conservation of Oil Paintings : We have not achieved remarkable progress in this tegard during the year, The
Victoria Memorial Hall has once again been requested to take charge of all the damaged paintings for the purpose of
restoration. The Report on conservation status of six oil paintings in the Library with approximate cost amounting to Rs.
2,34.216/- prepared by Victoria Memorial Hall was forwarded to the Principal Secretary to the Government of West
Bengal, Higher Education Department with a request for doing the needful. The portrait of Principal J.C. Sutcliffe was
sent to the Eastern Regional Centre, Victoria Memorial Hall, for the purpose of restoration. After restoration the VMH
authority has sent a letter informing us to hand over the portrait. We will receive it in the second week of January, 2008.

Cataloguing of Books and Journals

The work of computerized cataloguing of current books in the Science Library and Economics & Political Sci-
ence Library are satisfactory. With the introduction of LIBSYS 4 ( Release 5.0 ) software supplied by M/S Libsys
Corporation and installation of a powerful server, up-gradation of existing computers and LAN between all the Librar-
ies, the Cataloguing and the Bibliographical control have been achieved. But ali the Libraries suffer from additional
manpower for the work of data-entries. The Calcutta University has been requested to provide trained personnel for this

Other than Librarians there are no Technical, Semi-technical or Group-D posts in the Library. The Establishment
Attendants belonging to Group-D category are provided by the College Office and they are transferable to other depart-
ments. One Establishment Attendant of the Science Library was transferred to the Physiology Departmént in the last
April without providing any substitute.

In view of the increase in the workload of the library consequent on the introduction of PG Courses and new
disciplines, creation of posts of Library Assistants ( Group C ) has been urged number of times. Sufficient technical
staff, having Library and Information Science background and computer knowledge. are immediately required to cope
with the changed situation and requirements. Under the leadership of the Principal in collaboration with Librarians and
Technical Sub-Committee a new Library Management Software has been installed and in operation. The nced for the
additional staff persists even after the retirement of four Librarians during the last five years, Moreover, the transfer of
two Librarians without substitutes have created a void in the library service.

Considering the ever-growing stock of the library and its related activities the College authority was also re-
quested number of times for the creation of the posts of Library Attendants, Sorters, and Farashes. The posts of Farashes
are imperatively needed for exclusive purpose of cleaning and dusting of books and equipment all the year round. A
detailed proposal has been sent to the Government for consideration.

A scheme for expansion of Library staff for keeping the library open in the morning and in the evening and on
Sundays was first submitted to the Director of Public Instruction, West Bengal in 1952. For the last 53 years the
extension of library hours remains unfulfilied.

Also pending since 1952 is a proposal submitted by the Library for the appointment of two additional bearers
who would be stationed near entrance points to the Reading Halls. Their function would be to prevent the entry of
student-readet."s who are unab_le to produce their Readers' Tickets, and to issue tokens for books, umbrellas, raincoats,
bag§ and the !lke deposited with fhem by {eadel's before entering the Halls. This would help to a certain extent to check
the influx of |dlers‘and unal_ltbonzed outsiders into the Reading Halls. For security of valuable books and journals the
posts of Darwans for each library are badly needed.
