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From the Desk of the Vice-Chancellor 

Greetings and a very happy new year! 
2010 has already yielded place to 2011. Before that, 
the year has been the witness of a momentous event 
in the history of our 193-year old alma mater, which 
has been upgraded to the Preidency University by 
an enactment of the West Bengal Legislative 
Assembley effective from 7 July 2010. With deep 
humility and trepidation, I assumed office of the 
first Vice-Chancellor of the Presidency Univerity 
on r ' November 2010. I want to thank all my 
colleagues, the Alumni Association of the 
Presidency College and the Government of West 

Bengal for their support as I am settling into my new role. I have a lot to learn, but am fortunate to have 
unstinted help and guidance of our wonderful faculty, non-teaching and administrative staff, students and 
innumerable well-wishers of this institution from all walks of life. I shall always look forward to advice and 
suggestion from all quarters to develop this University into a Centre of Excellence for all disciplines of 
studies and research. 

During the first ten months of 2010 Presidency College had maintained its star status under the able 
leadership of Professor Sanjib Ghosh and Professor Amitava Chatterjee. I am going to list some of the 
major achievements of the College during the last few months of its existence as a "College", 
i. Teaching in both undergraduate and post graduate departments was excellent which was reflected in 

the results declared by the University of Calcutta; our students as usual scored the highest marks in 
most of the subjects and quite a number of brilliant students joined in the last academic session. Ten 
percent of our students could not cope with the current syllabi and did not do well in the university 
examination. We propose to introduce some remedial measures for them, 

ii. Collaboration with Ecole Polytechnique, Paris is progressing successfully. Representatives of the 
London School of Economics, the University of Sussex and the University of Leeds have visited our 
institution and delivered lectures and some of our students have secured admission for higher studies 
to these universities, 

iii. The departments carried on research activities of note; a number of our teaching staff presented their 
research findings in international conferences in India and abroad and published these in peer-
reviewed journals; were invited as Visiting Professors in universities of US, UK and Japan with 
prestigious fellowships and awards, while a few researchers from foreign universities have joined 
our institution for research; a pre-doctoral student of the Department of Physiology has been selected 
as the Principal Investigator of a DST funded research project, which is indeed rare. 

iv. A large number of seminars, symposia, conferences and special lectures have been organized by all 
departments; seminar proceedings edited by the teachers as well as volumes containing their 
individual works have been published. In this regard, the efforts of the Gandhi Centre deserve special 
mention. 

v. During the year a Patent was filed by Professor T.B. Jha and Ms. P. Mukherjee (Indian Patent 621 
KOL 2009) for which provisional acceptance was granted by NBA, India, 

vi. Both continuing and new projects funded by UGC, CSIR, DST, DBT, Government of India are also 
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progressing quite satisfactorily and some departments of our institute have been chosen as Nodal Centres 
by prestigious research associations. 

vii. The Government of West Bengal disbursed the first installment of Development Grant as also a special 
grant for completion of the Ladies Hostel at Sah Lake, 

viii. Students have performed very well in the inter-college debate competitions, have fetched trophies in 
sports and have successfully organised a number of cultural events, including the College Fest, Milieu on 
21 24 December. 

In spite of the aforesaid achievements, we cannot say that all went well. In fact, a very unfortunate incident 
occurred on 29 October 2010. A devastating fire broke out in the early hours of the morning in the Organic 
Chemistry section of the Department of Chemistry and Biochemistry on the third floor of our Derozio Building. 
Thanks to the alertness of the security staff, the nearest fire-station could be contacted without delay. The 
officials and staff of the West Bengal Fire and Emergency Services Department promptly arrived on the spot and 
doused the fire with a lot of efforts, pressing into service a large number of fire engines and equipment. But the 
damage was severe and extensive, involving not only portions of the building, valuable apparatus, equipment 
and expensive chemicals, many of which are not readily available, but also invaluable research papers and 
documents, ruining the tireless efforts over years and the fate of more than ten researchers. While the synthetic 
organic and bioorganic laboratories were completely destroyed, the organic section of the Chemistry 
Department and a portion of the Statistics Department also suffered wreckage. The University set up a six-
member committee to investigate and recommend preventive and other actions for ensuring that such accidents 
do not recur. Meanwhile, the different statutory authorities have carried out detailed investigations and have 
submitted their reports to the concerned Government Departments, which we shall receive in due course. As 
advised by the Fire Department, the University has already submitted necessary documents for obtaining NOC 
and will take preventive measures in accordance with the instruction of the fire experts. The State Government 
promptly assured full help and financial support for restoration, reconstruction and repairs and is going to release 
Rs. 50,00,000/- shortly. The University has already relocated, as an interim measure, the undergraduate and 
postgraduate Chemistry laboratories and the computer laboratory of the Statistics Department for ensuring 
safety to life and property and continuance of academic activities and research to the maximum extent possible. 
All departments have come forward to help restoring normality and are prepared to share their space and 
equipment and also to tolerate inconveniences during the reconstruction of the fire-ravaged floors of the Derozio 
Building in the true spirit of fellowship and coUegiality. Teachers and students of the Chemistry Department are 
facing all hardship with firm determination and resilience. 

The first acclaimed academic activity of the Presidency University was the seminar and discourse given by 
Professor Martha Nussbaum, Ernst Freund Distinguished Professor of Law and Ethics at the University of 
Chicago on "Sexual Orientation and Constitutional Law" organised jointiy by the Departments of English and 
Philosophy. The seminar was held on the 9* December at Acharya J.C. Bose Auditorium. Professor Jasodhara 
Bagchi presided over the session. Participants from different academic institutions of Kolkata and from the 
Presidency University discussed the issue at length. 

This year's Udayan Mukherjee Memorial Debate between "past" versus "present" students were held on thellth 
December. The topic of the debate was "The politicians are just as partisan as the media". The team comprising 
the "past" students spoke in favour of the motion while the "present" students spoke against it. The team of 
"present" students won the debate again like the past four years. 

The First Presidency University Games were held on 15 & 16 December. A good number of students and non-
teaching staff participated in different events with enthusiasm. Mr. Dibyendu Barua, Mr. Utpal Chatterjee and 
Dr. Kuntal Roy were present as special guests to inspire and encourage the students in the inaugural and the 
concluding sessions. 

Quite a lot have been spoken / published about our erstwhile Presidency College, not only by the media but also 
by our past faculty members, our alumni and well-wishers, mostly nostalgic about our glorious past and

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lamentations for our so-called "abyssmal deterioration' where bright students allegedly aspire to join other 
institutions rather than the Presidency College. They also said that the "neck of the bottle is at the top", that the 
"rot" of a fish starts from the head and that it takes scores of years to build an institution, but only a few years or 
weeks or days to demolish it. I do not want to comment on such views, but would dwell on the challenges 
before us for attaining international recognition as a "centre of excellence", now that we have the Statute 
Committee to frame the First Statutes, the First Ordinances and the First Regulations and also the Presidency 
University Council constituted by our Chanceller with most eminent scholars and members from different 
professions to guide us. 

First, I say that I do not subscribe to the usual world-wide tendency to blame "Govemmenf for our ills and 
shortcomings and sit back and relax. Lack of funds, bureaucratic inaction, "Government interference", etc., are 
always blamed, specially (but not exclusively) in our country. We all know that "Government Grants" for all 
academia, including the most renowned universities in the most "developed" and "economically strongest" 
countries have been drastically reduced. How are they managing, have they thrown up their hands in dismay 
and are "laid back"? India's problems are more severe, poverty and basic facilities for even health and hygiene 
are plaguing us. Shall we be the "Hollow Men" as I understand its meaning? No. We shall have to concentrate 
on cost-control, maximum utilisation of our available resources, using our in-born talents, be innovative and 
exert ourselves to the utmost to achieve our goal. In many "rich" countries Industry-Academy Collaborations 
in research, even in "Humanities" disciplines have been rewarding for all concerned. Some universities in 
India have been equally successful. Shall we take lessons from them? 

Secondly, I would appeal to all to give up our ego, envy, the "one-upmanship" attitude and struggle against the 
odds unitedly for achieving our common objective. We have received our long-cherished autonomy, let's 
develop the right attitude to make the best of that. Let's not ask what our University can do for us but what we 
can do for our University. 

Thirdly, every person has the inherent right to express and propagate her/ his views which should be discussed 
with others, examined, debated to finally reach a consensus for implementation. But in a civilised group of 
persons, there cannot and must not be fisticuffs, battery and even murder in open daylight, as is happening 
more and more. I am confident that all our dear students, the brightest amongst all students, do and shall act 
accordingly and rise up for their own benefit and fulfill what our country expects from them. 
Lastly, I would like to once again assure the students that your teachers, staff and my humble self are all at your 
disposal at all the time, provided that you are disciplined and reasonable enough to understand as to why you 
j oined an academic institution and not a "club" with different aims. Please help us to help you. 
Despite various onslaughts, our Institution not only survived, but also was recognised and regarded as one of 
the, if not, "the premier Institution in the-then colonies" and later "the devloping" world. That is possibly not so 
today. However, now we have the opportunity to prove ourselves; let's begin on the right note, not only on the 
fresh note. Let's embark into new experiments and not be afraid of making mistakes but learn from them. Let's 
open all inlets and outlets so that light and fresh air can pass in and out freely. Let's allow a thousand flowers to 
bloom, weeds can be uprooted later. Let this beginning be for the good of all ayamarambha subhaya 
bhavatu.

Moreover, a sizeable number of students are coming from extremely poor 
families who are in need of special financial assistance. With the existing funds it will not be possible to do justice 
to these students.

The Administrative Office 

The administrative office of the University consists of four sections : General Section, Cash Section, Students' 
Section, Accounts Section including PA & Type Section and Caretaking Section. 
General Section : This section provides the pivot of the administrative functions of the University, involving daiJy 
routine correspondence, issue and despatch with outside agencies and headquarters and keeping track of the 
personal files of all teaching and non-teaching staff of the University. 
Students' Section : This section keeps in touch with students (past & present) and teaching faculties in matter of 
academic and other administrative issues relating to student affairs. It also keeps contact with the Calcutta 
University, our affiliating university. 
Accounts Section : This section, under the leadership of Accounts Officer, has the great responsibility for 
maintaining the records of grants allotted to the University by both the State Government and the Union Government 
(through UGC and other important agencies). This section takes utmost care in discharging the duties to pay all the 
pre-retirement and post-retirement benefits and salaries and other payments to outside agencies. This section is 
answerable to the Govt. Audit & Accounts departments. Besides, this section also allocates various scholarship' 
funds to the deserving meritorious students. 
Cash Section : This section is entrusted with a vital role for disbursing all payments, and receiving tuition fees, etc. 
from students. 
PA Section : This section is manned by one man who is solely responsible for keeping all confidential matters of the 
Vice Chancellor. Compilation and maintenance of Annual Confidential Reports and Special confidential Reports in 
respect of all teachers are among them. PA helps the Vice Chancellor in preparing correspondences. Bursar, 
Teachers' Council Secretary, Heads of Departments take assistance from him in emergencies. Preparing draft 
minutes and proceedings of meetings is an important part of his daily routine. In matter of confirmation of service 
and promotion to higher posts by teachers, all work is done by. him. Keeping record of attendance and leave and 
making reports in this regard to DPI, W.B., Health Scheme of staff are also his job. 
Type Section: This section performs all typing job 
Caretalting Section : This section has, at present, no regular caretaker. But the caretaking is done with utmost care 
by an employee of the University. The enormous historical building of the University and its men's hostel and other 
buildings and large campus and girls' hostel are under his care. The caretaker keeps contact with the PWD in matters 
of repair and maintenance. Keeping the whole premises neat and clean and a vigil are undertaken by him. ~ 
A very close co-ordination and a fine work-culture are the main keys to the success of the administrative functions of 
the University, though lack of sufficient number of non-teaching employee is a hindrance. Of late, the State 
Government, is generous to come to rescue in matter of shortage of personnel. Computerization is also the landmark 
of recent development; all salary bills are prepared through software 'COSA' .e. 

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) 

In pursuance of the National Action Plan of the National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC), 
Bangalore, assessment and accreditafion and quality upgradation of institutions of higher education, the NAAC 
proposed that every accredited institution should establish an Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) as a post-
accreditation quality sustenance measure. Since quality enhancement is a continuous process, the IQAC is a part of 
an institution's system quality enhancement and sustenance.

News from the Department 
Since the foundation of the Hindu College, history had been taught as an important subject. But a separate 

History Department was shaped into being in the early 20th century. The History seminar was also organized by 1907-
08 perhaps as one of the earliest seminars of the college. Presently it is an undergraduate department. The post graduate 
students attend their classes at the University of Calcutta (Alipore campus). Some teachers of the department are 
associated with the P.G. course at the Calcutta University as Guest Teachers. Since 1907-1908 the department has been 
maintaining a well-stacked seminar library enriched by the contributions of its teachers and students. Presently it has 
more than 1000 books some of which are of a rare value. 

The department is now severely understaffed with four posts out of eight lying vacant. But it is fortunate to 
receive continuous help and support from two part-time teachers - Prof. Uttara Chakraborty and Sm. Nupur Chaudhuri, 
and four guest teachers - Prof. Rajat Kanta Ray, Vice-Chancellor, Viswa Bharati University, Prof. Subhas Ranjan 
Chakraborty, Addl. Director, West Bengal State Archives, Police Wing, Dr. Kaushik Roy, Reader, Jadavpur University, 
and Shri Pratyay Nath, a NET qualified ex-student of this department and currently a Scholar of Jawaharial Nehru 
University. 

The students continued to excel themselves both in curricular and extra-curricular activities. They gave 
commendable assistance to the department on all occasions particularly during admission, seminars, cultural programme 
etc. The results of the department were good in both the B.A. and M.A. Examinations, 2010. In the B.A. Part 111 
Examination 4 students got first class and a few narrowly missed it. In the Part II Examination 13 students and in Part 
1 Examination 5 students secured first class. In the M.A. Part I and also Ivl.A. Part il (Final) Examinations 8 out of 14 
students obtained first class.

News from the Department 
The Department of Political Economy and Political Philosophy was created in 1908.The title was changed to 

Department of Economics and Political Science following a similar change initiated for the M.A. course by the Calcutta 
University in 1932. In 1960 the University adopted a new syllabus for the three year degree course when Economics and 
Political Science became two separate subjects and the department at the college also split into two departments -
Economics and Political Science. 

The department deeply mourns the demise of Professor Tapas Majumdar. He joined Presidency College as an 
Assistant Professor of Economics at the age of 21 and had none other than Amartya Sen and Sukhamay Chakravarty as 
students in the early part of his career. Aftercompleting his Ph. D. from the London School of Economics in 1957, he 
joined Presidency College as a professor and taught there till he moved to the Jawaharlal Nehru University. A condolence 
programme on the death of Professor Tapas Majumdar was organized in the department on 18.12.2010, which was 
attended by his senior colleagues like Professor Amiya Bagchi and Professor Mihir Rakshit. 

Amitava Chatterjee, the Head of the Department of Economics, became the Principal of Presidency College on 
June 1, 2010. He handed over his charge to the Vice-Chancellor, Presidency University on November 1, 2010 and 
continued charge as the head of the department of Economics. He became member of the Presidency University Council 
on December 15,2010. 

Undergraduate students from this department performed well in the university examinations maintaining its tradition. 
This year Priyanka Chakravarty and Aishani Roy secured successively the first and the second positions in the list of the 
successful candidates of the B.Sc. (Economics Honours) final examination of the Calcutta University. Aishani Roy was 
directly selected for admission to the M. Phil (Economics) programme at the University of Oxford. Four other students 
left for higher studies in U.K., including one at Warwick University and one at London School of Economics. Many of 
our students excelled at the postgraduate courses at different universities and institutes, like Delhi School of Economics. 
Jawaharlal Nehru University and got admission into foreign universities for research activities. 

The Post Graduate Applied Economics course has been a success since its inception. For the last couple of years 
the cut-off marks for admission remained well over minimum first class marks. Swagata Sarkar published her post 
graduate project in Social Indicators Research, a refereed international journal published by Springer. With more 
application-oriented course design the postgraduate students are getting good placements in campus as well as off-
campus recruitments. Four students of M.Sc. Applied Economics Part II were placed in Wipro Analytics, Kolkata, two 
students were placed at Mu-sigma, two students were placed at ICRA and one student was placed at Fairisaac. Three 
other students of the same class were placed off-campus in the Bangalore unit of Genpact.

News from the Department: 
The Department of Geography, Presidency College started functioning in 1949 - 50 with Prof. Dr. N. R. Kar as 

Head, two Lecturers, Dr. A. B. Chatterjee and Dr. S. P. Dasgupta, one Demonstrator, Sri R. K. Basu, one Draftsman, Sri 
G. C. Roy and one Bearer, Md. Ramzan Ali. Initially, intermediate, pass and honours courses were introduced with 
partial postgraduate facility. Seminar Library was set up in the late 1950s. It contains about 1500 Titles and several 
national and international journals. The Geographical Institute, a society of the students and scholars, was formed in 
1970. Each year, it organizes seminar lectures, classroom debates, PG students' seminar, and holds inter-college Geo-
Quiz competition. Map Drawing contest, and exhibition of Field-Photographs. It also celebrates annual Reunion of its 
members, and arranges 1/ 2 - day excursion, and field study projects. It publishes TRAVERSE as an annual periodical, 
and brings out wall magazine, photo corner, and bulletins. It also gives away Prizes to the toppers in examinations. Full-
fledged independent R G. Teaching began in 2001 and subsequently in 2004, academic autonomy was awarded and new 
syllabus with new vision was introduced.

News from the department 
In 1823, Raja Rammohan Roy addressed a letter to Lord Amherst for imparting instructions in "mathematics, 

natural philosophy, chemistry, anatomy and other useful sciences" in Hindoo College. In response to that Mr. H.F. 
Blanford informally began teaching the basic elements of Physics, Chemistry, Geology, Meteorology and Physical 
geography in Presidency College as 'Professor of Natural Science'. In 1851, the establishment of Geological Survey of 
India in Calcutta signalled die dawn of geological exploration in this subcontinent. The need for trained Indians was then 
strongly felt by the colonial rulers. On 23rd September 1891, the Government of Bengal published a notification regarding 
opening of graduate classes in Geology and Mineralogy in Presidency College. On 17th July 1892, the Department of 
Geology the first of its kind in India, was formally inaugurated for undergraduate and postgraduate teaching in Geology 
with Sir Thomas Holland of the Geological Survey of India as the first Professor of Geology. 

The department remained a small one with only four full-time teachers until the middle of the twentieth century 
when its expansion started. Even in those early days the department established its tradition of dedicated teaching and 
the reputation as a pioneering research centre under the stewardship of Late Professor Hem Chandra Dasgupta, the first 
Indian Professor of Geology. Standing on that strong foundation the department has been moving forward along the path 
of excellence. The alumni of this department not only established their superiority in the academic field of earth science 
but they are also playing a leading role in the development of the natural resource industry of the country. The flare of 
academic achievement superceded geographic barriers to adorn the chairs of many leading institutions abroad. As a 
recognition of its academic excellence the department came under the UGC-COSIST Program in 1985, followed by the 
UGC Special Assistance Program in 1986. In the year 2004 the department came under the purview of the FIST Program 
of the Department of Science and Technology, Government of India. The department was declared as the Centre for 
Advanced Study in Precambrian Geology by the University Grants Commission in 2006. The department has successfully 
completed the first phase of DST-FIST programme in 2009. In appreciation of the successful completion of the first 
phase of FIST programme, the DST has again recommended second pha.se FIST and sanctioned Rs. 1.5 Crorc for the 
next five years. With this funding the department will further strengthen research and PG-teaching infrastructure with a 
state-of-the-art WDS-XRF spectrometer and more than twenty research-model petrological microscopes. 

The UGC-sponsored CAS-programme (Centre for Advanced Studies) is now in its fourth year. The programme 
so far has been very successful and a peer-review team recently reviewed and expressed satisfaction over the quality of 
research publications and research carried out in the thrust area of "Precambrian Crustal Evolution & Metallogeny". The 
peer team also recommended additional funding of over Rs. 1 Crore originally sanctioned for five years under this 
programme. 

The department is now well equipped with research level advanced instruments such as SEM-EDS, WDS-XRF, 
Isodynamic Mineral Separator, AAS, NIKON and LEICA-DMPLP petrological microscopes with digital image analysis 
software. Remote sensing Laboratory with ERDAS and ARC-INFO RS-GIS softwares. 

The department at present runs one undergraduate (Honours) programme and two autonomous postgraduate 
programmers-in Applied Geology and Environmental System Management. The final results of both under graduate and 
post graduate students of this department are quite satisfactory. In the B.Sc Part II and Part III Examinations of the 
University of Calcutta, this year, students have scored the highest marks-both securing 80%. Highest mark obtained by 
our students in the M.Sc Part I and Part II Examinations are 78% and 75% respectively. All students appearing for the 
M.Sc Part I and Part II Examinations in EVS have secured first class marks. 

The teachers of the department have international collaboration with scientists from foreign universities. Prof 
Harendra Nath Bhattacharya, Head of the Department, is collaborating with Prof D.R. Nelson, Curtintlniversity, Australia, 
and Prof W. Alderman, Germany. Prof. Bhattacharya is also collaborating with Prof. R. Large, CODES, University of 
Tasmania, Australia, in the sedimentological evolution and Base metal metallogenesis in the Aravalli cra'ton. Dr. Arijit 
Ray and Dr. D. K. Paul are collaborating with Prof. Gautam Sen, Florida International University, USA, in their joint 
research programme on the Late Mesozoic continental volcanism in the western parts of India. Dr. Joydip Mukhopadhyay 
is collaborating with Prof N. J. Beukes, University of Johannesburg, South Africa, on a joint research programme on 
geochronology and metallogeny of the Archean cratonic nuclei of the Singhbum, Bastar and Western Dharwar cratons 
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with special reference to geology and genesis of BIF-hosted high-grade iron ores in these areas. Dr. Miikhonadhyay is 
also collaborating with Dr. J. A. Tait, Grant Institute of Geology, University of Edinburgh, UK, and Dr. U. Zimmermann 
University of Staravanger, Norway, in a joint programme on paleogeographic reconstruction of the Mesoprotero'zoic 
carbonate platforms of central India from paleomagnetic studies. Dr. Sankar Bose has recently completed the prcsti'Mous 
JSPS postdoctoral fellowship and he is continuing his collaboration on high-grade metamorphic rocks of (he ca'sicrn 
Ghats Mobile Belt with his colleagues from Yokohama University, Japan. Prof. Tahar Aloui and Dr. Fredj Chaabani of 
Department of Geology, University el Manar, Tunis, Tunisia are collaborating with Sri Prabir Dasgupta of this department 
on reconstruction of Barremian paleogeography of Central North Africa. The Chinese Academy of Science has otTcrcd 
Sri Prabir Dasgupta the membership of the newly established Asian Network on Debris Flow. 

Industry-Academia interaction is the emerging demand for future prospect of our country. Keeping this in mind 
department collaborates with a number of mining industries through joint field and workshop programmes. Prof. Harcndra 
Nath Bhattacharya is also engaged in research project on metals and coal deposits of Cretaceous-Tertiary succession of 
Indonesia funded by a Kolkata-based Industrial house. Prof. Harendra Nath Bhattacharya and Dr. Saradindra Chakraborty, 
after the successful completion of a project on identification of the source and cause of fluoride pollution in groundwater 
of Purulia District, have been assigned to explore the cause of the same problem in Bankura District by the Government 
of West Bengal. Dr. Joydip Mukhopadhyay and Dr. Gautam Ghosh delivered keynote addresses in the workshop 
celebrating the Centenary of the Joda Iron Ore Mines, Tata Steel at Joda. Dr. Mukhopadhyay was invited to deliver a talk 
on "Indian Iron Ore Deposits" at the Prospectors and Developers Association of Canada (PDAC) in PDAC-2010 held in 
Toronto. Dr. Alokesh Chatterjee and Dr. Ashis Bhattacharya have completed a major project on Coal-Fire Mitigation in 
the Jharia Basin funded by Coal India Limited. Dr. Chatterjee has also initiated a new programme on groundwater 
quality of Malda area. Recently Dr. Chatterjee and Dr. Bhattacharya have been awarded another research project on coal 
fire of the entire Damodar Valley Coal Field by the Chairman, Coal India Ltd. The fund sanctioned for the said work is 
around Rs.1.6 crore. 

This department has a heritage of research activity in all major core branches of geology. The members of the 
faculty are maintaining this tradition with significant contribution in the field of Earth Science. Dr. Sankar Bose is 
working on evolution of lower crust from petrological study of high-grade metamorphic rocks of the Eastern Ghats Belt 
of India with special emphasis on the characterization of ultrahigh temperature (UHT) metamorphic process to Luirave! 
the crustal evolution of the Eastern Ghats Belt and its role in the Proterozoic accretionary processes involving extinct 
supercontinents Columbia, Rodinia and Gondwana. Some of the results are just published in highly reputed journals. 
The area of interest of Dr. Gautam Ghosh is mainly the microstructural evolution and deformation processes in low-
medium grade metamorphic terrains (Proterozoic orogens and Archaean greenstone belts). He is presently working on 
the strain analysis and partitioning of strain data for understanding grain-scale deformation processes. Dr. Gautam 
Ghosh and Sri Prabir Dasgupta have also taken a joint venture to work out the tectonosedimentary history of the Sub-
Himalayan Subathu Basin in relation to the Himalayan orogeny. Sri Prabir Dasgupta has established the mechanism of 
development of inverse grading in grain flow deposits through experimental studies carried out in his indigenous laboratory 
of experimental sedimentology. His new theory discarding the fifty five year old Bagnoldian Theory of dispersive 
pressure has recently been published in a frontline journal of Earth Science. Dr. Gautam Kumar Deb is presently working 
on the tectonic evolution of the deformed granitoid bodies along Khammam Schist belt on the basis of petrochemistry 
and geochronology. Sri Nilanjan Dasgupta is presently working on the deformed Meso-Proterozoic rocks of South Delhi 
Fold Belt and re'cently developed a'numerical model of strain factorization. Besides his basic area of interest, the 
petrological evolution of the granulites of the Eastern Ghats, Dr. Supratim Pal has taken up a new venture to work out the 
probable genesis of albitites of Rajastan. He is also engaged in working out the accretion event of the Eastern Ghats with 
Dharwar Craton from the study of petrological evolution of the amphibolite facies rocks of Khammam Schist belt. Dr. 
Kalyan Haider, working on the study of taxonomy and evolutionary paleobiology of fossil mollusks, has recently 
reported sexual dimorphism, a poorly known phenomenon in nautiloids, in five Jurassic species from Kutch. Arunava 
Basil is working on the fluoride contamination of ground water in the Purulia District. The department is proud to be 
associated with seven Emeritus scientists. 

The teachers of the department also take active role as resource persons in digital course-wares produced by the 
EMRC, Kolkata under the UGC-CEC country-wide classroom programmes. During the last year Sri Ananda Kumar 
Chakrabarti and Sri Nilanjan Dasgupta prepared a program on Tectonics. Sri Prabir Dasgupta prepared modules on 
crystalloeraphy. Dr.Gautam Ghosh and Sri Nilanjan Dasgupta also prepared a program on Structural Geology 

Tĥ e department has produced more than twenty doctoral students in last two decades. Currently, eleven tull-time 
scholars (JRF/SRF) and nine part-time scholars are pursuing PhD programme under the supervision of different faculty 
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members of the department. At present the department has 25 research projects with a total sanctioned fund of Rs. 5 
Crore. Dr. Piyali Sengupta and Dr. Aditi Das, two Post-Doctoral Fellows under DST Women Scientist Research Scheme, 
are working under the supervision of Dr. Arijit Ray for last 5 years. They have published research papers in peer 
reviewed National journals and also participated in National Seminars.

Department of Physics 

News from the department 
The Department of Physics, Presidency University formerly Presidency College has a rich tradition and history. 

Looking back, the teaching of Natural Science started in this College as early as 1856. Prasannachandra Ray was the 
First to pa.ss Graduation in Natural and Physical Sciences in 1865 with a first class. Post graduate course in Natural and 
Physical Sciences commenced from 1883. The first batch appeared in the examination in 1885. Six of them obtained 
First Class. In fact, this Department had a rare distinction and was among the few centres of the country in the nineteenth 
century where Physics was taught at both undergraduate and postgraduate levels. Although, after the establishment of 
the University College of Science of University of Calcutta in the early part of the twentieth century, the post graduate 
teaching in Physics was shifted from Presidency College to the University faculties of Presidency College were closely 
involved in postgraduate teaching of the University. The Department became famous for producing the best undergraduates 
in Physics of the Calcutta University. In 1912, the first batch of students from Presidency College appeared in the M.Sc. 
Physics Examination of University of Calcutta. Sisirkumar Mitra topped the merit list. He, in the later part of his life, 
was made Fellow of the Royal Society in 1958. The Department of Physics is maintaining its tradition of excellence and 
trying its level best to include additional activities in spite of few awesome problems, which remained unsolved for quite 
some time. 

The Department of Physics has 19teaching posts of which Sposts including 4 posts of Professor are lying vacant. 
In spite of this shortage of staff, the department has strived to maintain the quality of the teaching and research activities. 
The multifarious activities of the department are summarized in the following categories: 

Research Activities: 
Both theoretical and experimental researches are being carried out by the departmental faculty. In theoretical 

Physics research is conducted in High energy physics. Nuclear Physics, Statistical physics. Liquid crystal. Nonlinear 
dynamics, Astrophysics and Quantum mechanics. Experimental researches on Nanomaterials, Polymers, Electronics, 
Remote Sensing etc. Fifteen research papers have been published in peer reviewed journals in 2010. 

National and International collaborations: 
a) Academic exchange programme with Ecole polytechnic, Paris, France. 
b) The astrophysics special course in 2nd year PG section is conducted in active colUiboration with Inter University 

Center for Astronomy and Astrophysics, Pune, India. 
c) Dr. Prodyot Kumar Roy is collaborating as co-investigator with Dr. S K Dana, of Indian Institute of Chemical 
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Biology (IICB), Kolkata who is the Principal Investigator of the research project entitled "Chaos synchronization-
Exploring Technology Prospect" funded by Board of Research in Nuclear Sciences (BRNS) DAB Go\ i ot India 
Other members of the project are Prof. A. Sen (Principal Collaborator) of Institute of Plasma Research (IPR) 
Gandhinagar, Ahmedabad and E Padmanaban (co-investigator) of IICB, Kolkata. 

Students' achievements: 
This year 22 out of 28 students secured first class in the B. Sc. (Honours) final examination of the Calciilla 

University. In M. Sc. final examination 20 out of 34 students obtained first class. 
In the national level, many of our undergraduate students qualified in the JAM 2010 (Joint Admission test for 

Masters Level in lITs) securing top 3 positions. Success rate in JEST (admission test for integrated Ph.D prosiramme of 
different reputed national institutes) is also very high. Five students have joined different llfs in India. Two ol' our 
students Nairit Sur and Rickmoy Samanta joined the integrated Ph.D. programme of Tata Institute of Fundamental 
Research (TIER), Mumbai. 

In this academic year three of our undergraduate students, Debmalya Chakrabarty, Sumanta Chakrabarty, 
Soumyadeep Chaudhuri, were placed among the top 1 % in the National Graduate Physics Examination 2010 coiiducted 
by the Indian Association of Physics Teachers (IAPT). In fact, Sumanta Chakrabarty secured 15th rank in the said 
examination. 

We are proud to announce that first three candidates in the list of 17 students found eligible for admission to the 
Integrated Ph.D. programme in Physics 2010 of Indian Institute of Science (lISc), Bangalore are from our department. 
They are Somuya Sasmal, Udit Narayan Chowdhury, Arpan Bhattacharya and six more Aritra Gupta, Dcbamalya 
Chakraborty, Kollol Sen, Sayonee Ray, Rickmoy Samanta and Suman Choudhuri also made their place in the same 
merit list.

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Department of Statistics 

News from the Department 
The Department of Statistics bears the distinction of first introducing the under-graduate course in Statistics in the 

whole of India in the year 1944. Incidentally, classes of the post-graduate department in Statistics under Calcutta 
University - the first of its kind in India used to be held in this college for the first few years since its inception in 
1941. This department was created under the guidance of Prof. P. C. Mahalanobis, the great statistician and national 
planner, and later acted as the precursor to the prestigious Indian Statistical Institute. The department later concentrated 
on teaching undergraduate Statistics under the cuniculum followed by Calcutta University. Many of our students are 
internationally acclaimed and are in prestigious positions in academia and government. 

Students' performance 
The department caters only to undergraduate teaching. The students, like all previous years have lived up to the expectations 
of the department. Out of 20 students appearing in Part I exam, 17 have secured first class and 2 secured second class 
with an average of 68.78% marks, 81.5% being the highest. Out of 21 students appearing for Part II exam, 14 have 
secured first class and 6 secured second class with an average of 65.98% marks, the highest being 82% marks. 18 
students appeared for Part III with 14 qualifying with first class and 4 with second class with an average of 62.85-%, the 
highest being 73.62%. Two of the former students are undergoing their master's degree in IIT, Kanpur, and the rest are 
pursuing their degrees in other prestigious institutes like Calcutta University, Kalyani University and the University of 
Poona. 
Shri. Arindam Bhattacharya, a JBNSTS scholar, and Shri Soutik Ghosal, both second year students, attended the 
'Vijyoshi Camp', an international conference organized by Kishore Vaigyanik Protsahan Yojana (KVPY) and INSPIRE 
at the Indian Instiute of Science, Bangalore from 4 to 6 December, 2010. Four students, Puja Bhattacharyya, Tania Roy, 
Saptarshi Chakraborty and Swarnendu Chatterjee of the third-year class have got Innovation in Science Pursuit for 
Inspire Research (INSPIRE) scholarship from the Department of Science and Technology, Government of India.

Ghosh has joined West Bengal University of Technology as Research 
Fellows. Five of the pass-out Postgraduate students, viz. Sri Pintu Mondal, Sri Palash Santra, Smt. Riya Debnath, Smt. 
Debashri Kamakar and Sri Amar Das have secured placement in different schools upon qualifying the Selection Test 
conducted by the School Service Commission. 

Teachers and Researchers are continuing their research pursuits in different fields of the subject. Four major 
projects are currently being run in the Department: one on study of chromosomal polymorphism (funded by Ministry of 
Environment and Forests, Government of India) is running under the supervision of Prof. Trilochan Midya ; two on 
production and application of certain fungal enzymes (funded by University Grants Commission and Defence Research 
and Development Organisation, Government of India, respectively) are being jointly supervised by Dr. Rina Rani Ray 
and Prof Midya; the fourth project on production and application of microbial cellulase is running under the supervision 
of Dr. Rina Rani Ray. Moreover, Sri Souryadeep Mukherjee is continuing his project (funded by University Grants 
Commission) on molecular characterisation of microbes involved in biodegradation of aromatic hydrocarbon. Teachers 
and Scholars of the Department have published their research papers in different reputed scientific journals. Special 
mention may be made of the fact that Dr. Tushar Kanti Mukhopadhyay has been invited by the Northeastern Illinois 
University of USA to make a deliberation on his investigation on Taxonomy of Indian Mantids in an International 
Symposium ; Dr. Mukhopadhyay left for USA in mid-December. 

Teachers and Scholars of the Department participated in different Seminars/Symposia/ Workshops held inside or 
outside this Institution. Prof. Trilochan Midya delivered talks on different topics as a Resource Person and also, chaired 
certain scientific sessions in some Seminars/Conferences. Dr. Nirmal Kumar Sarkar delivered a talk on thalassaemia as 
a Resource Person in a Seminar organised by the National Service Scheme Unit of this Institution. Besides, Prof. Midya 
and Dr. Sarkar have individually completed writing two reference books being published by West Bengal State Book 
Board. Different teachers acted as paper-setters, examiners and moderators of both Undergraduate and Postgraduate 
Examinations of different Universities. 

Postgraduate students carried out intensive field surveys on the biodiversity of Nagarahole Tiger Reserve (a part 
of Nilgiri Biosphere Reserve, Tamilnadu) under the guidance of Dr. Kamal Kumar Bandyopadhyay and Sri Souryadeep 
Mukherjee. Undergraduate students made bioecological surveys in Neora Valley National Park and Gorumara Wildlife 
Sanctuary under the supervision of Dr. Kamal Kumar Bandyopadhyay, Dr. Rabindranath Mandal and Sri Souryadeep 
Mukherjee. Dr. Tushar Kanti Mukhopadhyay imparted field training on insect collection to the Postgraduate students of 
Entomology Special Paper ; he also conducted a visit to a local Sericulture Unit by a section of the Undergraduate 
students. Moreover, a large section of Postgraduate as well as Undergraduate students participated in various workshops, 
seminars and social service programmes of the National Service Scheme, under the guidance of Dr. Rabindranath Mandal 
and Dr. Tapas Kumar Misra, who are shouldering the responsibility of Programme Officers of the NSS unit of this 
Institution, in addition to their teaching responsibility in our Department. 

However, we are not free of constraints. To run Postgraduate courses in Zoology as well as Molecular Biology 
and Genetics along with an Undergraduate Course in Zoology, with a limited number of teaching and non-teaching staff 
appears to be a formidable task.

DBT CENTRE FOR BIOINFORMATICS 
(BIF-BTBI under BTISnet, Department of Biotechnology, Govt, of India) 

The DBT Centre for Bioinformatics (Formerly Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facility (BIF-BTBI) at Presidency 
College, Kolkata) has started taking shape in 2007 as one of the fifty five BIF Centers, under the Biotechnology Information 
System Network (BTISnet) of the Department of Biotechnology, Government of India. The status of BIF was elevated 
to DBT Centre for Bioinformatics during the Xlth Five Year Plan and presently it serves as a repertoire of information 
related to Bioinformatics and promotion of Biology teaching through Bioinformatics (BTBI) in Eastern India. 
Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facility (BIF) was initially housed at the Central Library Building (Ground Floor) with 
the facilities, viz. High-end IBM Server with (24x7) Internet connectivity, ten high-end Terminals, HP Workstation FX 
meant for Undergraduate, Postgraduate Students and Research Scholars in the relevant field for Bioinformatics related 
academic and research activities. It was later shifted to the first floor of Derozio Building as an independent and full-
fledged Centre with ten additional high end terminals, provided by DBT, Government of India during XI Five Year Plan. 
Three short term training programs on Structural Bioinformatics, Clinical Research and one International Seminar on 
Computational Chemistry, Drug Discovery and Design were organized during the preceding year to train the students, 
teachers and researchers. This year also. Four Studentships and Four Traineeships are being offered from this Centre. 

Bioinformatics employs a wide range of computational techniques including sequence and structure alignment, 
database and software design, data mining, analysis of structure and fold of macromolecules, phylogenetic tree construction, 
prediction of protein structure and function, gene finding, analysis of expression data, etc. With the flood of data from 
genome sequences there is a need to develop novel algorithms to predict protein structure (including quaternary state) 
and function on genomic scale, assign proteins to know pathways and protein-protein interaction networks and to use 
the information for drug discovery and design as well as many other promising fields. 

Structure of the BTISnet: The network consists of 10 Distributed Information Centres (DICs), 50 Sub-Distributed 
Information Centres (Sub-DICs), 55 Bioinformatics Infrastructure Facilities (BIF) and a Biotechnology Information 
Centre (BTIC), which is the apex center for the BTISnet. The Department has established six major Interactive Graphics 
Facilities to promote developmental activities in Bioinformatics. A supercomputing facility has also been set up at IIT 
Delhi specifically for the Genomics and Proteomics activities. Human resource development in Bioinformatics has been 
recognized as an important activity under this network. Towards meeting the needs of trained biomformatics professionals, 
various long-term courses namely postgraduate advanced diploma, M. Tech., M.Sc. and Ph.D. courses are bemg offered 
at reputed institutions.

Preservation of Books & Rare Documents 
Binding: No recurring grant for binding of books has been sanctioned by the Government. At present the Library 

has a huge number of books and journals which require immediate binding. The National Archives of India provides 
financial assistance only for binding of archival material. 

Pest Control: Needless to say, ours is one of the oldest libraries in the country and its old and rare collections are 
housed in old buildings of the College. So, effective and regular pest control can only save our priceless national 
heritage. The Arts Library, which is infested with termites, needs special attention. 
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Restoration of archival documents under the MPLAD Scheme: Under the Scheme the total collection of the 
archival records has been de-acidified and restored for the purpose of lamination and binding. 

The Restoration unit is working in the Central Library Building. 
Digitization of old books and journals under the MPLAD Scheme : The first phase ot the work under the 

scheme is complete. 
Conservation of Oil Paintings: We have not achieved remarkable progress in this regard during the yean The 

Victoria Memorial Hall was requested to take charge of all the damaged paintings for the purpose of restoration. The 
Report on conservation status of six oil paintings in the Library with approximate cost amounting to Rs. 2,34,216/-
prepared by Victoria Memorial Hall was forwarded to the Principal Secretary to the Government of West Bengal, Higher 
Education Department with a request for doing the needful. 

Cataloguing of Books and Journals 
The work of computerized cataloguing of current books in the Science Library and Economics & Political 

Science Library are satisfactory. With the introduction of LIBSYS 4 (Release 5.0) software supplied by M/S Libsys 
Corporation and installation of a powerful server, up-gradation of existing computers and LAN between all the Libraries, 
the Cataloguing and the Bibliographical control h:ive been achieved. But all the Libraries suffer from additional manpower 
for the work of data-entries. A proposal for data entry of the backlogs has been submitted to the authority for consideration. 

Local area Network (LAN) introduced among Arts Library, Science Library and Economics and Political Science 
Library. 

Accommodation of Books and Journals 
The problem of growing congestion on the book-shelves of all the libraries remains unsolved. For want of 

Government recurring grant earmarked for library furniture we have not been able to procure steel racks for shelving 
new books purchased over the last few years. The old stock of Science periodicals would require substantial grant for 
furniture. The display of current periodicals needs necessary arrangement. 
Accommodation of Readers 

During the period under review the Presidency College Library has suffered badly in regard to accommodating 
students in the reading rooms. There are insufficient reading accommodation in the Arts Library. The reading 
accommodation in the Economics and Political Science Library is also insufficient. The Arts Library has limited seats 
for growing number of students. Purchase of new chairs and tables for readers is a crying need and the funding authority 
should give the matter top priority. 
Library Staff 

First, let us look into the present Librarians' strength in our College Library which should have similar staff 
strength ( technical + administrative ) that of a university library. Barring the Senior Librarian, who is to look after 
organization and administration of all Libraries, there are 10 ( Ten ) sanctioned posts of Librarian in the Presidency 
College Library.

Other than Librarians there are no Technical, Semi-technical or Group-D posts in the Library The Establishment Attendants 
belonging to Group-D category are provided by the College Office and they are transferable to other departments. One 
Establishment Attendant of the Science Library was transferred to the Physiology Department in the last April without 
providing any substitute. 
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In view of the increase in the workload of the library consequent on the introduction of PG Courses and new 
disciplines, creation of posts of Library Assistants (Group C) has been urged number of times. Sufficient technical staff 
having Library and Information Science background and computer knowledge aie immediately required to cope with 
the changed situation and requirements. Under the leadership of the Principal in collaboration with Librarians and 
Technical Sub-Committee a new Library Management Software has been installed and in operation. The need for the 
additional staff persists even after the retirement of four Librarians during the last five years. Moreover, the transfer of 
(woLibrarians without substitutes has created a void in the library service. 

Considering the ever-growing stock of the library and its related activities the College authority was also requested 
number of times for the creation of the posts of Library Attendants, Sorters, and Farashes. The posts of Farashes are 
imperatively needed for exclusive purpose of cleaning and dusting of books and equipment all the year round. A detailed 
proposal has been sent to the Government for consideration. 

A scheme for expansion of Library staff for keeping the library open in the morning and in the'evening and on 
Sundays was first submitted to the Director of Public Instruction, West Bengal in 1952. For the last 53 years the extension 
of library hours remains unfulfilled. 

Also pending since 1952 is a proposal submitted by the Library for the appointment of two additional bearers who 
would be stationed near entrance points to the Reading Halls. Their function would be to prevent the entry of student-
readers who are unable to produce thei;- Readers' Tickets, and to issue tokens for books, umbrellas, raincoats, bags and 
the like deposited with them by readers before entering the Halls. This would help to a certain extent to check the influx 
of idlers and unauthorized outsiders into the Reading Halls. For security of valuable books and journals the posts of 
Darwans for each library are badly needed. 

Miscellaneous 
The Science Library was shifted from the first floor of the Derozio Building to the Central Library Building and 

since July 2008 it has been working from there. The collection of rare and valuable books and journals has found their 
new home in the Central Library Building. But for lack of sufficient man power the proper arrangement of the collection 
has not been made possible. 

A portion of the Hindi collection has been shifted from the Arts Library to the first floor of the Central Library 
Building. The students of the Hindi Department are now enjoying the facilities of circulation and reading room from 
there. 

The Central Library Building is provided with Book Lift and General Lift (for the staff of the library) which have 
facilitated better service to the users of the Library. 

The problem of sweeping and cleaning work in the Arts Library and the Central Library Building remains the 
same as in the previous years. 

Our youngest and ever enthusiastic Librarian Smt. Soma Basu has been nourishing the activities of College Choir, 
an official group entrusted with the responsibility of performing cultural programme in the college. Smt. Basu is also a 
key member of the Editorial Board of the Prasangiki ( Annual Report of the Presidency College). 

After serving nearly 30 years in the college Sm. Suravi Bagchi, Librarian retited in the month of March this year. 
We are thankful for her devotion and untiring service in the Centre of Economic Studies and Economic & Political 
Science Library.
